Our Guild was established in 1994 by a group of friends drawn together by 
their interest in folk art.  The Guild was created as a focus for folk and decora-
tive artists in the southern region of Sydney to foster friendship and  promote 
opportunities to encourage and develop these arts.  We have members from 
many areas in Australia as well as New Zealand and overseas  The Guild is a 
non-profit organisation and the  proceeds are used for the benefit of our mem-
bers and nominated charities. 
 
Our General Meetings are held approximately four times a year at which 
there is a demonstration or guest speaker and then we follow with an afternoon 
tea and get together.  Some of our members travel quite long distances to at-
tend our General Meetings and members are welcome to bring friends to 
meetings for a nominal charge. 
 
Our Newsletters are published quarterly in February, May, August and No-
vember and keep members up to date with events, book reviews, web informa-
tion etc. as well as a free pattern with instructions and colour photograph.   
Paid advertising in either black and white or colour is available for members, 
businesses and teachers.  We welcome and appreciate information, articles, 
patterns, reviews, new ideas, letters etc.  from our  members as input for our 
newsletters.  
 
Our Getaway weekend is held each year at different locations usually no fur-
ther than a 2 - 3 hour drive from Sydney.  It is a  live-in weekend providing par-
ticipants with the opportunity to meet up with others who like to paint and at-
tend a variety of classes which cater for all skill levels.  It also offers members 
the chance to meet and paint with teachers many would not normally have ac-
cess to e.g. teachers who travel long distances and even from interstate to 
teach at our Getaways.  The Saturday night dinner is full of fun and laughter 
and a great way for everyone to relax and let their hair down. 
 
Our Rod Keane Trophy Competition - We annually hold the Rod Keane Tro-
phy at our Getaway.  This is judged using a pattern nominated by the previous 
winner.  The Trophy is judged by popular choice at the Getaway and presented 
at this event.  The Trophy is open to all members not just those attending Get-
aways. 
 
Our Annual Exhibition and Sale provides a great venue and opportunity for 
our members to exhibit and sell their artwork.  It is advertised through our 
members, related businesses and different sections of  the media.  Members 
contribute 15% of the sale price to the Guild to help cover costs.
